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INTRODUCTION 
 

Located in southern Johnson County, Wyoming, Kaycee is where you will find yourself surrounded by 
the history of the Old West.  Pioneer ranches, settler’s homesteads, outlaw hideouts, and rustler’s 
ranges are all part of the famous Hole-in-the-Wall country.  Kaycee is located on the banks of the 
Powder River, 45 miles south of Buffalo and 68 miles north of Casper off I-25.  Agriculture, mining, 
and the oil industry have all helped in the development of this area and support the western way of 
life.  You can own a piece of the old west when you settle in the cattle country of Kaycee and ride the 
old stock trails that have been used for the last 100 years.  Kaycee is proud to be the smallest town in 
American hosting a PRCA rodeo with the Dick Latham Memorial rodeo.  The summer weekend 
includes single steer roping, a free barbecue, the Hole-in-the-Wall cowboy poetry ball and street 
dance.

LOCATION, ACCESS & COMMUNITY AMENITIES 
 
The Powder River Ranch is located 19 miles east of Kaycee on Sussex Highway.  Easy access to the 
ranch can be found at the intersection of the Highway and Lower Sussex County Road.  Several 
towns and cities in the four-state area are in close proximity to the ranch:

The elevation of the ranch ranges from 4,000 feet to 4,700 feet above sea level and overlooks the Big 
Horn Mountains.  The average elevation throughout the ranch is approximately 4,350 feet, a very 
desirable elevation to winter cattle in Johnson County.  The average annual precipitation is between 
12 and 14 inches per year according to the Natural Resource Conservation Service’s 30-year 
average.   
 
The soils found on the Powder River Ranch are made up of Stoneham loam, Zigweid loam, Haverson 
silt, and Glenberg fine sandy loam.  These rich soils allow for an abundance of native grasses to 
cover the many draws, ravines, hills, and creek bottoms.  The area is known for having relatively mild 
winters.   These mild winters, the rolling terrain, and the abundance of cottonwood trees along the 
river and creek bottoms create miles of livestock protection.     
 
During the winter months, the Powder River Ranch typically feeds approximately two pounds of 
cottonseed cake per cow per day beginning in late November.  The mild winters make the need to 
feed hay a rare occurrence.  However, should winter conditions become severe, with prolonged snow 
cover, an additional one-half to three-quarters of a ton of hay per cow is required.  The 120 acres of 
irrigated alfalfa on the ranch has historically produced approximately 350 tons of hay per year. 
 
 

LEASE INFORMATION 
 

There are a total of approximately 3,235 acres of Bureau of Land Management lease that runs in 
common with the 8,553 deeded acres.  The Bureau of Land Management allotment #02383 is for 615 
AUMs.  The cost per fiscal year is $1.30 per AUM.  The Bureau of Land Management office is located 
in Buffalo, Wyoming. 
 
There are 1,280 State of Wyoming lease acres which also run in common with the 8,553 deeded 
acres.  The State of Wyoming leases are ten (10) year leases, and both leases are up for renewal in 
2011.  The cost for the 2008 fiscal year is $5.21 per AUM with the 2009 costs per AUM being lowered 
to $5.13.  State lease, No. 2-5662, is rated for 151 AUMs, and State lease No. 2-3602 is rated for 187 
AUMs.  2008 State lease fees are $1,760.98 while 2009 lease fees will be $1,733.94. 
 
The owners of the Powder River Ranch currently lease out the hunting rights for $10,000 per year.

MINERAL RIGHTS 
 

There are no mineral rights available with the sale of the ranch. 
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WATER 
 
Ample water for livestock and wildlife is provided from several sources on the Powder River Ranch.  
Three miles of the Powder River flow through the 1,800 acre River Pasture, and Four Mile Creek, 
which flows year-round, provides water to the pastures located on the west side of the ranch.  There 
are 14 tire tanks strategically located throughout the ranch which are fed by approximately 10 miles of 
underground pipelines that are supplied water from three wells.  There are also two additional tire 
tanks, each with their own well with submersible pump.  The majority of the wells are 130 feet deep 
and produce approximately 10 gallons per minute. 
 
Upon request, Clark & Associates Land Brokers, LLC will provide any prospective buyer a Wyoming 
State Engineer’s ground and surface water rights search that was completed on the Powder River 
Ranch.  The following information on the wells on the Powder River Ranch is courtesy of the State 
Engineer’s Office: 
 
Permit No. UW 45514, Walker No. 6 Well, located in the SE1/4NE1/4, Section 30, T44N, R78W, 
producing 10 gallons per minute (GPM). 
 
Permit No. UW 103912, North Pasture Well, located in the SW1/4NW1/4, Section 6, T44N, R79W, 
producing 9 GPM. 
 
The Powder River Irrigation District provides the water to irrigate the 120 acres planted in alfalfa.  The 
annual cost is approximately $440. 
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OPERATION AND CARRYING CAPACITY 
 

The Powder River Ranch is a traditional cow-calf operation.  Historically, the owner-rated carrying 
capacity is approximately 425 cow-calf pairs year-round.  The present owner begins calving the 1st of 
March, and weans the calves in late October.   The owner historically has weaning calves averaging 
approximately 550 pounds.  Carrying capacity can vary due to weather conditions, management 
practices, and type of livestock.  Interested parties should conduct their own analysis. 

 
 

RESIDENCES 
 
There are two residences on the Powder River Ranch.  The main residence is a well-maintained 
2,400 sq. ft. home with mature landscaping, shade trees, and fenced yard.  This home has three 
bedrooms and 2-1/2 baths.  The second residence is 1,300 sq. ft. with three bedrooms and two baths.

Customer.   (No written agreement with Buyer) 
 A customer is a party to a real estate transaction who has established no intermediary or agency 
relationship with any Broker in that transaction.

Intermediary.   (Requires written agreement with Seller and/or Buyer)
