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LOCATION AND ACCESS 
 
The Seven Mile Creek Ranch West is located in the northern portion of Goshen County in southeast 
Wyoming with year-round access off U.S. Highway 85, approximately 24 miles north of Lingle and 27 
miles south of Lusk Wyoming.  Harris Ranch County Road travels west off Highway 85 for 
approximately one-half mile to the main headquarters then continues on to the northwestern end of 
the ranch.  The county roads are graveled and maintained year-round.  The ranch is adjacent to 2½ 
miles of highway frontage.  This allows easy access to several cities and towns in the four-state area:

The Seven Mile Creek Ranch West is an extremely well-balanced year-round operation.  The 
elevation of the ranch ranges between 4,519 to 4,782 feet above sea level.  According to the Natural 
Resources Conservation Service, the annual precipitation for the area is 14 to 16 inches (30 year 
average). 
 
The 7,601 acres are divided into twelve pastures.  Seven of the twelve pastures have live water, and 
the other five are just a gate away from live water.  Five and a half miles of Rawhide Creek traverse 
west to east through this portion of the ranch.  Historically, the majority of Rawhide Creek does not 
freeze over during the winter months which allows for optimum use during the colder months.  Jay Em 
Creek meanders east of the main headquarters for approximately 1-1/2 miles providing additional 
year-round live water.   
 
In summary, seven miles of creek bottom provide excellent protection for livestock as well as being a 
year-round source of water for both livestock and wildlife.  Six windmills, three of which are equipped 
with submersible pumps which can be operated by generators, are located throughout the ranch as 
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are five additional wells with submersible pumps powered by Wyrulec and Niobrara Electric 
Associations.  Within the last year and half, the owners have put in three miles of underground 
pipeline, six large rubber tire tanks along with three 36 inch culverts in Rawhide Creek and hydrants to 
water trees. 
 
Soils on the ranch consist of primarily loamy soil which produces excellent species of hardy grasses 
including native gramma grasses, buffalo grass, black root and sand grasses as well as western 
wheat grasses.  These soils are predominantly more sandy, and are more like the sand hills as 
opposed to gumbo type soils. 
 

CONSERVATION SERVICE PROGRAM 
 
Due to the exemplary grazing practices utilized on the Seven Mile Creek Ranch West, the USDA has 
awarded the ranch participation into the Conservation Service Program.  This program will generate 
an income of approximately $28,000 per year for the next five years, and upon approval by the USDA, 
it could be transferred to the new owner.

CARRYING CAPACITY 
 
The carrying capacity of the Seven Mile Creek Ranch West is owner-rated at 350 cow/calf pairs year-
round (approximately 22 acres per pair).

MINERAL RIGHTS 
 
All mineral rights presently owned by the Sellers, if any, shall be transferred to the Buyer.  There is no 
oil, gas or other mineral production on the ranch. 
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Rawhide Creek provides miles of year-round live water and protection for livestock. 
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WATER 
 
Approximately 5-1/2 miles of Rawhide Creek flow through the interior of the ranch with an additional 
1-1/2 miles of year-round live water being provided by Jay Em Creek which flows alongside U.S. 
Highway 85.  In addition to the seven miles of live water, there are three miles of underground 
pipeline, six working windmills and five wells with submersible pumps located throughout the ranch; all 
provide excellent quality and quantity of water for livestock and wildlife.  There are also two irrigation 
wells that could be tied together to put in a 70 to 80 acre windshield-wiper sprinkler system.  
Additional irrigation wells could be drilled on the ranch, and there is room for sprinkler systems on the 
western portion of the ranch. 
 
A complete description of the surface and ground water rights will be readily available to prospective 
buyers upon request.  In the event of a sale, all water rights permitted and adjudicated to the property 
shall be transferred to the buyer. 
 
 

COMMUNITY AMENITIES 
 
Lingle, Wyoming, population 510, located in the middle of Goshen County in southeastern Wyoming, 
is situated among rich farm land along the North Platte River. Sitting along the Oregon Trail, western 
history is at its best in Lingle and the surrounding areas. Several historical sites including the Grattan 
Massacre Site, Western Plains Historic Preservation Center, and Fort Laramie are easily accessible 
from Lingle.  Community amenities include a K-12 public school system, restaurants, bank, post 
office, retail stores and a farm/implement dealership.  For higher education, Torrington, Wyoming and 
Scottsbluff, Nebraska both have accredited community colleges.

Lusk also has a 5,058 foot paved, lighted airstrip suitable for small jets and all 
private planes, at an elevation of 4,964 feet above sea level.

·  disclose to prospective Buyers, known adverse material facts about the property;* 
·  disclose to prospective Sellers, any known adverse material facts, including adverse material facts 

pertaining to the Buyer’s financial ability to perform the terms of the transaction;* 
·  disclose to the parties that an Intermediary owes no fiduciary duty either to Buyer or Seller, is not 

allowed to negotiate on behalf of the Buyer or Seller, and may prohibited from disclosing 
information about the other party, which if known, could materially affect negotiations in the real 
estate transaction. 

 
As Intermediary, the Broker will disclose all information to each party, but will not disclose the following 

information without your informed consent: 
·  the motivating factors for buying or selling the property; 
·  that you will agree to financing terms other than those offered, or 
·  any material information about you, unless disclosure is required by law or if lack of 

disclosure would constitute dishonest dealing or fraud. 
 
Change From Agent to Intermediary – In – House Tran saction  
 If a Buyer who has signed a Buyer Agency Agreement with the Broker wants to look at or submit 
an offer on property Broker has listed as an agent for the Seller, the Seller and the Buyer may consent in 
writing to allow Broker to change to an Intermediary (non-agency) relationship with both the Buyer and the 
Seller.  Wyo. Stat. § 33-28-307. 
 
 An established relationship cannot be modified without the written consent of the Buyer or the 
Seller.  The Buyer or Seller may, but are not required to, negotiate different commission fees as a condition 
to consenting to a change in relationship. 
 
Designated Agent.   (requires written designation by the brokerage firm and acknowledgement by the 
Buyer or Seller) 

A designated agent means a licensee who is designated by a responsible broker to serve as an 
agent or intermediary for a Seller or Buyer in a real estate transaction.  Wyo. Stat. § 33-28-301 (a)(x). 
 In order to facilitate a real estate transaction a Brokerage Firm may designate a licensee as your 
agent or intermediary.  The Designated Agent will have the same duties to the Buyer and Seller as a 
Buyer’s or Sell’s Agent or Intermediary.  The Broker or an appointed “transaction manager” will supervise 
the transaction and will not disclose to either party confidential information about the Buyer or Seller.  The 
designation of agency may occur at the time the Buyer or Seller enters into an agency agreement with the 
Brokerage Fir or the designation of agency may occur later if an “in house” real estate transaction occurs.  
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At that time, the Broker or “transaction manager” will immediately disclose to the Buyer and Seller that 
designated agency will occur. 
 
Duties Owed by An Agent But Not Owed By An Intermed iary.  
 
WHEN ACTING AS THE AGENT FOR ONE PARTY (EITHER BUYE R OR SELLER), BROKER HAS 
FIDUCIARY DUTIES OF UTMOST GOOD FAITH, LOYALTY, AND  FIELITY TO THAT ONE PARTY.  A 
BROKER ENGAGED AS AN INTERMEDIARY DOES NOT REPRESEN T THE BUYER OR THE SELLER 
AND WILL NOT OWE EITHER PARTY THOSE FIDUCIARY DUTIE S.  HOWEVER, THE 
INTERMEDIARY MUST EXERCISE REASONABLE SKILL AND CAR E AND MUST COMPLY WITH 
WYOMING LAW.  AN INTERMEDIARY IS NOT AN AGENT OF AD VOCATE FOR EITHER PARTY.  
SELLER AND BUYER SHALL NOT BE LIABLE FOR ACTS OF AN  INTERMEDIARY, SO LONG AS 
THE INTERMEDIARY COMPLIES WITH THE REQUIREMENTS OF WYOMING’S BROKERAGE 
RELATIONSHIPS ACT. WYO. STAT. § 33-28-306(a)(iii). 
 
THIS WRITTEN DISCLOSURE AND ACKNOWLEDGMENT, BY ITSE LF, SHALL NOT CONSTITUTE A 
CONTRACT OR AGREEMENT WITH THE BROKER OR HIS/HER FI RM.  UNTIL THE BUYER OR 
SELLER EXECUTES THIS DISCLOSURE AND ACKNOWLEDGEMENT , NO REPRESENTATION 
AGREEMENT SHALL BE EXECUTED OR VALID. WYO. STAT. § 33-28-306(b). 
 
NO MATTER WHICH RELATIONSHIP IS ESTABILSHED, A REAL  ESTATE BROKER IS NOT 
ALLOWED TO GIVE LEGAL ADVICE.  IF YOU HAVE QUESTION S ABOUT THIS NOTICE OR ANY 
DOCUMENT IN A REAL ESTATE TRANSACTION, CONSULT LEGA L COUNSEL AND OTHER 
COUNSEL BEFORE SIGNING. 
 
 The amount or rate of a real estate commission for  any brokerage relationships is not fixed 
by law.  It is set by each Broker individually and may be negotiable between the Buyer or Seller and 
the Broker.
